Art. 5
B. Definitions 1 Rulings are decisions of the authorities in individual cases that are
L-Ralings based on the public law of the Confederation and have as their subject

matter the following:

a. the establishment, amendment or withdrawal of rights or obli-
gations;

b. a finding of the existence, non-existence or extent of rights or
obligations;

c. the rejection of applications for the establishment, amendment,
withdrawal or finding of rights or obligations, or the dismissal
of such applications without entering into the substance of the
case.

2 Rulings are also enforcement measures (Art. 41 para. 1 let. @ and b),
interim orders (Art. 45), decisions on objections (Art. 30 para. 2 let. b,
46 let. b, and 74 let. 5), appeal decisions (Art. 61 and 70). decisions in
a review (Art. 68) and on explanatory statements (Art. 69).23

Fuis Rulingon 1 Any person who has an interest that is worthy of protection may
real acts request from the authority that is responsible for acts that are based on
federal public law and which affect rights or obligations that it:

4 The Confederation and the Cantons shall
respect international law.
